In perioada tranzitiei la economia de piatd, starea
economiei multor tari §i industria textild la scard
internationald se confruntd cu provocari considerabile. Exista
multe incertitudini legate de piata de textile la nivel mondial,
agravate de previziuni sumbre care, deja de un deceniu,
trebuiau sa fie eliminate, rezultind din comertul liber. Nu
existd dubii ca producdtorii, care gi-au creat nise pe piese, vor
fi mai bine pozifionate pentru a concura pe piata globald §i
pentru a atinge avantaje mai mari pentru produsele sale,
sporind profitul. Aceastd lucrare este o introducere a unui
Studiu, care examineazd starea lucrurilor pe unele nisi ale
pietei de produse textile. Aceasta lucrare are ca obiectiv
cercetarea §i rolul pietelor textile in perspectiva pand in
2025. Obiectivele specifice sunt: de a oferi o prezentare
ampla a diferitelor teorii comerciale, inclusiv clasica,
neoclasica, post-clasic, in scopul determindrii oportunitatilor
de dezvoltare si protejare.

THE DYNAMICS OF THE TEXTILE MARKET.
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During the transition to a market economy, the state of
many countries’ economies and the international textile
industry face considerable challenges. There are many
uncertainties surrounding the global textile market,
exacerbated by gloomy predictions that for a decade should
have been eliminated, resulting in “free” trade flows. There
is no doubt that manufacturers which have created niche
markets will be better positioned to compete in the global
marketplace and achieve higher margins for products while
yielding greater profitability. This paper is an introduction
of a reasearch that examines how some textile market niches
have evolved. The goal of this paper is research and the role
that textile niche markets will play by 2025. Specific
objectives are: to give a broad overview of various trade
theories, including classical, neo-classical, post-neo-
classical, and modern, in order to determine what are the
possibilities for development and protection. In particular,
emphasis will be focused the special problems, due to the
vector exchanges and commercial conjuncture, to illustrate
how traditional marketing methods differ from market to
market and to examine what role will play niche markets in
the textiles industry and textile apparel industry in 2050.
The results of this research study will help formulate a
business strategy that can be used in market capitalization
and will provide a framework for research for textile
researchers at a global level.

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Introduction. By analyzing the processes taking place
in the industry, we can conclude that according to the
industrial production indicators, the share of enterprises
about to be bankrupt, the level of profitability of production
for the least promising industry sectors in Russia are the
consumer industry and in particular the textiles one.

Such a situation created in the given industry is the
result of fundamental problems accumulated and
unresolved for decades. This led to a debate regarding the
opportunity of preserving the textile industry as a branch.

We strongly support the opinion of scientists,
economists and practitioners who claim and argue that the
degradation and destruction of any industry in the
economy is harmful to the interests of any state, as it leads
to loss of economic and political independence and is
especially dangerous for any country, given its population
and its expansion.

To save the textile industry and create a positive and
dynamic development are required not only state and
regional support measures, but equally important are
scientific and theoretical elaborations, organizational,
methodological and practical, which would allow the
perception of the essence and the dynamic processes
mechanisms that take place, using synergies of the

One of the most important components of the business
environment are the commodity sector markets, and just
markets serving the textile enterprises, including raw
materials markets, equipment, technology, etc. Considering
the value of raw materials for the textile industry and the
current state of commaodity markets, we present the results
of the analytical study of the dynamics of the cotton market.
It is known that textile consumption per capita is correlated
with the size of per capita national income. According to
this indicator, the average size is 1.5 ... 2 kg / person (with
an average income less than 200 USD) and 4 ... 6 kg /
person (with an average income of 200 ... 400 USD).

Industria textila a Chinei, care a initiat cresterea consumului
mondial de bumbac, din anul 1998, dupa anularea cotelor in
comertul international, a majorat brusc nu doar aprovizionarea
bumbacului pe piata mondiald, dar si consumul acestuia. Se
preconizeaza majorarea ponderii Chinei in industria mondiala
a fabricérii bumbacului in perioada 2005-2006 pana la 36%,
de la 23% 1n 1998-1999; in restul lumii, utilizare fibrelor de
catre 1intreprinderile de prelucrare a bumbacului, in perioada
ulterioara, va creste cu 100 de mii de tone si va depasi 15
milioane de tone.
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According to global trends of economic growth of
national economies and average growth of national
income per capita; will be noted a growth in the
dynamics of cotton consumption and their products. World
textile fiber consumption indicators are summarized in
consumption indicators at a global level of cotton, adapted
for this study.

Increasing world consumption of cotton fibres has
helped improve the general economic conditions, and also
the cancellation of textiles and clothing quotas in
international trade from January 1%, 2005. It is expected
that the increase in cotton prices in 2005-2006 will
slowdown the growth rhythm in the industrial manufacture
of fibers in the subsequent period up to 2.5%, although its
volume will increase by 0.6 million tons compared to
2004-2005 and will be about 23.7 million tons. China's
textile industry, which started the worldwide growth of
cotton consumption in 1998, after the cancellation of
quotas in international trade, has increased sharply not
only the supply of cotton on the world market, but also its
consumption. It is predicted an increase of China’s share in
the world production of cotton industry in 2005-2006 to
36% from 23% in 1998-1999; in the rest of the world, the
use of fibers by cotton processing enterprises in the
subsequent period will increase by 100 tons and will
exceed 15 million tons.

Cresterea consumului de bumbac, de asemenea, este
preconizatd in India, Pakistan si CSI. Potrivit estimarilor
analistilor, in perioada curentd, consumul total de bumbac in
India si Pakistan va stagna fatd de productia proprie cu 900
mii tone, iar in perioada 2005-2006 prelucrarea industriald a
fibrelor in aceste tari va depasi productia ei cu 500 mii tone.

Previziunile tendintelor generale de consum de fibre
pentru anul 2002 au aratat, ca ritmurile de consum a fibrelor
chimice in anii 2010-2025 ar trebui si fie devansati in
comparatie cu fibrele chimice, si, in special, in comparatie
cu consumul de bumbac. Aceasta tendinta era de asteptat in
toate regiunile, 1n special in cele asiatice, spre exemplu: in
China, India, Japonia, Taiwan si alte tari, cu exceptia Coreei.
in SUA, incepand cu anul 2010, nivelul de consum de fibre

Cotton consumption growth is also expected in India,
Pakistan and CIS countries. According to analysts'
estimates in the current period, the total cotton
consumption in India and Pakistan will stagnate to its own
production by 900 thousand tons, and in 2005-2006 the
industrial processing of fibers in these countries will
exceed its production with 500.000 tonnes.

Projections of general trends for fiber consume in 2002
have shown that the rates of consumption of the chemical
fibers in 2010-2025 may be brought forward compared to
the chemical fibers, and in particular, in comparison with
the use of cotton. This trend was expected in all regions,
particularly in Asia, eg China, India, Japan, Taiwan and
other countries, except Korea. In the U.S., since 2010, the
consumption level of cotton should be 22 kg / person,

Oportunititi. Datele reflectate in figurd demonstreaza
cum au fost anii 2010/2011 pentru producitori. in primavara
anului 2012, cand se ficeau previziuni pentru recolta viitoare,
nivelul preturilor era destul de mare: indicele a depasit 1600
USD/t.

The data shown in figure demonstrate
how the years 2010/2011 were for the producers. In the
spring of 2012, when predictions were made for future
harvest, the price was quite high: the index exceeded 1600
USD/t. This circumstance has contributed and increased
producers’ interest in the cultivation of cotton, and as a
result cultivation area was extended by 8.3%. Weather
conditions were unusually favorable for the development
of the cotton in the producing countries, which have had a
positive impact on the yield. As a result, production in the
period 2004/2005 was at a record high — 26.2 million tons.
A significant increase in harvest in the 2010/2011 has been
registered in most of the cotton producing countries.
During this period, world cotton consumption increased to
23 million tons or with 1.7 million tonnes (1.8%), which
filed cotton production by 11%. World stocks, obsolete
during 2010/2011, in 2013 increased to 10.69 million tons,
reaching the highest level in the last period. Average
global prices for cotton World Indicator ("A") decreased
from 71 c. /Le (English cents a pound). In March 2004 - up
to 55 c., in March 2005 the Indicator "A" was estimated
for 2004-2005 to 53 c. /Le; 15 c. (22%) lower than the
maximum for the last 6 periods, with the average value for
2011-2012. Cotton production in China, covering 40 % of
the global consumption was revised down due to bad
weather.

Cotton, the most used raw material for clothing is sold
widely in international trade. The clutter in the cotton
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international. Dezordine pe piata bumbacului a introdus India,
care a condus la o actiune agresiva a cumparatorilor. Nivelul de
2,018 dolari/livra atins reprezintd un record al tranzactionarii pe
bursa americand. De la inceputul anului 2013, avansul se
apropie de 40%. India a anuntat, ca va mentine limitele pentru
exportul de bumbac, declangdnd panicd pe piatd in conditiile
unor stocuri globale la niveluri apropiate de minimele ultimilor
zece ani.

Conform estimarilor autorilor se asteapta o revizuire in sens
ascendent de cétre Fed, sugerand astfel o crestere a consumului
care semnificd si o cerere mai mare pentru produse de
imbracaminte. Euforia speculativa pentru bumbac a intrat astfel
intr-o faza acutd, preturile devastind pragul psihologic de 2
dolari/livra. In peisajul global al marfurilor, bumbacul ocupi o
pozitie privilegiata, fiind omniprezent. De la inceputul anului
2010, pretul a crescut cu 155,8%.

Unii factori de natura fundamentald — intemperii, precum
vremea nefavorabild care a afectat recolta in China si Pakistan
au creat premisele diminudrii stocurilor; raportul dintre stocuri
si consum s-a redus la 37%, cel mai scazut nivel cu exceptia a
numai doua sezoane in ultimele doud decenii.

Productia mondiala de bumbac a atins un varf in sezonul

in conditiile in care retailerii nu vor mai putea absorbi presiunile
prin diminuarea marjelor de profit.

market has been introduced by India, which led to
aggressive action to buyers. The achieved level of $
2.018/lb is a record of trading on the American Stock
Exchange. Since the beginning of 2013, the advance is
approaching 40%. India announced that it will maintain
limits on the export of cotton, triggering panic in the
market in terms of global stocks at levels close to the
lowest in the last decade.

Authors estimated an expected upward revision by the
Fed, thus suggesting an increase in consumption which
means a greater demand for apparel products. Speculative
euphoria for cotton came as an acute phase, prices
devastating the psychological threshold of $ 2/pound. In
the global landscape of goods, cotton occupies a privileged
position, being omnipresent. Since the beginning of 2010,
the price increased by 155.8%.

Some factors of fundamental nature — such as the bad
weather that affected crops in China and Pakistan have
created the premises of a reduced inventory, and the ratio
between stocks and consumption was reduced to 37%, the
lowest level with the exception of only two seasons in the
last two decades.

World cotton production peaked in the 2006/2007
season, after which it declined by nearly 20% during the
global crisis. However, in the season 2010/2011
production increased by 15%. The strong advance of
cotton will eventually impact the prices of clothes. Raw
material costs represent between 25% and 50% of the final
cost of the clothing. We can pay more for clothes, while
retailers will not be able to absorb these pressures by
reducing profit margins. Inflationary pressures will be
added to those experienced in the field of food and fuel,
especially affecting the living standards of those on low
incomes. U.S. cotton delivery contracts in May 2013 rose
by over 4% to a maximum of 92.23 cents a pound (453.6
grams), while Shanghai has exceeded a 1% increase.
China, the largest consumer of cotton in the world, is the
largest export market of India.

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Conform rezultatelor anului 2010, comerciantii de
bumbac au avut mari sperante in consumatorii chinezi. La 1
ianuarie 2012, cand tarile OMC trebuiau sd anuleze toate
cotele anterior in vigoare pentru importul de textile, se astepta
0 crestere brusca a produselor textile in China, care trebuia sa
contribuie respectiv la cresterea importului de bumbac. Deci,
productia in China, in perioada precedenta, ICAC o estimeaza
la 6,3 milioane de tone, iar consumul — la 8,2 milioane de
tone. Astfel, diferenta constituie 1,9 milioane de tone, fiind de
asteptat, ca aproximativ acest volum va fi importat de China,
fara a deranja stocurile din rezerva de stat. Cu toate acestea,
volumul real al importurilor Chinei au fost cu mult mai mici
decat au asteptat vanzitorii. In consecintd, multi experti au

din rezerve. Rezultatul supraproductiei de bumbac pe piata
mondiala si reducerea achizitiilor din partea Chinei fata de
volumele estimate anterior au devenit preturi relativ scazute
pe parcursul perioadei trecute. Preturile scazute au contribuit
la reducerea suprafetei terenurilor cultivate in perioada
2010/2011 cu 2,2 milioane de hectare (sau cu 6%) in
comparatie cu perioada 2010/2011. Se estimeaza, cd volumul
productiei de bumbac se va reduce cu 8% si va constitui 24,1
milioane tone, iar consumul va creste cu 2% si va fi de 23,9
milioane de tone. Tindnd cont de stocurile curente de la 1
august 2005 in marime de 10,5 milioane tone, volumul
preconizat al ofertei de bumbac pe piata mondiala va fi de
34,6 milioane tone. Astfel, In perioada 2012/2013 oferta de
bumbac depaseste din nou cererea, ceea ce permite a prevedea
majorarea preturilor.
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According to the results of 2010, cotton merchants had
high hopes for Chinese consumers. On the 1% of January
2012, when the WTO countries had to cancel all
previously existing quotas for imports of textiles, it was
expected a surge of textile products to China, which should
have contributed respectively to increased imports of
cotton. So production in China, in the previous time period
is estimated by ICAC at 6.3 million tonnes and
consumption — at 8.2 million tons. Thus, the difference is
1.9 million tons, and is expected that around this volume
will be imported by China, without disturbing the state
reserve stocks. However, the actual volume of China’s
imports was much lower than the vendors expected.
Consequently, many experts have come to the opinion that
this year the actual level of reserve stocks in China were
much higher than the officially announced - 1.4 million
tons, in fact that is what allowed to cover this gap between
production and consumption of cotton by 500 thousand
tons, which were obtained from the reserves. The result of
overproduction of cotton on the world market and reduced
purchases by China to previously estimated volumes
became relatively low prices during the past period of
time. Low prices have reduced the area of cultivated land
in the period of 2010/2011 to 2.2 million hectares (or by
6%) compared to the period 2010/2011. It is estimated that
the volume of cotton production will be reduced by 8%
and will be 24.1 million tonnes, while consumption will
increase by 2% and will be 23.9 million tonnes. Given the
current stock from August 1, 2005 in the amount of 10.5
million tons, the expected volume of cotton supply in the
global market will be 34.6 million tons. Thus, during
2012/2013, the cotton supply exceeds the demand again,
which allows to predict the price increase.

Currently, light industry goods of
Turkish origin are provided in the table on the markets in
Germany, where Turkish goods are shipped to other
countries in Europe and the United States.

mari in dezvoltarea industriei usoare interne, Turcia a reusit
sa cagtige controlul de 3,5-4% din piata mondiala de
imbracaminte finite. Ea a reusit sa pastreze statutul ca unul
dintre furnizorii principali mondiali de imbracaminte pe
piata mondiala si sa se incadreze in topul celor zece lideri
mondiali privind industria textila. Tara a reusit sd ocupe
aceste pozitii datorita volumului productiei textile si fire. in
anul 2010, Turcia a exportat imbracaminte in valoare de 7,2
miliarde dolari, textile au fost vandute de 2,8 miliarde de
dolari, textile autohtone au fost vandute de 1 miliard dolari.
Exportul produselor finite expediate a constituit 51% de
produse de tricotaj, 34% de imbracaminte textila, alte tipuri
de imbricaminte, produse din piele si articole din piele au
reprezentat 15%. Actualmente, cei mai mari consumatori de
textile din Turcia sunt: Germania si Franta, Olanda, Statele
Unite si Marea Britanie. Germaniei ii revin 36,6%, Statelor
Unite ale Americii — 16,6%, Marea Britaniei — 11,9%,
Frantei — 6,8% din volumul productiei industriei textile din
Turcia, iar Olandei — 5,3%.

In prezent, fabricile textile si de imbracaminte din Turcia tot
mai mult sunt implicate n producerea imbracamintei in baza
comenzilor de branduri renumite de moda, fapt care permite a
concluziona, ca calitatea produselor/articolelor, viteza de
productie, coerenta de livrare, echipamentul industrial modern
si managementul competent au transformat Turcia in unul
dintre liderii mondiali din industria textila.

In the 90s of the past century, as a result of large
investments in the development of the domestic consumer
industry, Turkey has managed to gain control of 3.5-4% of
the global market of finished garments. It has
managed to retain its status as one of the world's leading
suppliers of clothing in the global market and be within the
top ten world leaders in the textiles industry. The country
has managed to occupy these positions due to the
production volume of textiles and yarn. In 2010,
Turkey exported garments worth $ 7.2 billion, textiles
have been sold for $ 2.8 billion, and domestic textiles were
sold for $1 billion. Exports accounted for 51% in shipped
finished products knitwear, 34% of textile clothing and
other types of clothing, leather and leather goods
accounted for 15%. Currently, the biggest consumers of
Turkish textiles are Germany and France, the Netherlands,
the United States and Britain. Germany leads with 36.6%,
the U.S. — 16.6%, Great Britain — 11.9%, France — 6.8% of
the textile industry production in Turkey, and the
Netherlands — 5.3%.

Currently, textile and garment factories in Turkey are
increasingly involved in producing clothing under orders of
famous fashion brands, which allows us to conclude that the
quality of products/articles, the production speed, consistency
of delivery; modern industrial equipment and competent
management have transformed Turkey into a global leader in
the textile industry.

Acesti  indicatori de crestere au fost influentati de
urbanizarea rapida a cresterii calificarii fortei de munca. De la
mijlocul secolului trecut, a fost atestatd o crestere constanta a
numarului persoanelor angajate intr-o anumitd ramurd a
industriei textile. Potrivit statisticilor oficiale, la inceputul
anului 2000, in industria textila si de Tmbracaminte au fost
angajati peste 505 mii de lucratori, iar conform statisticilor
neoficiale, in aceste sectoare ale economiei Turciei erau
implicati pand la 2 milioane de oameni. Acesti indicatori
reprezinta pana la 10% din forta de munca totala a tarii. O
asociere unicd a conditiilor de comert liber si a fortei de munca
calificata si ieftina a atras in sector investitori straini. La
inceputul anului 2000, finantare de acest gen au primit 137 de
companii de tricotaj si imbracaminte, 1028 de companii, care
produc textile autohtone. Investitorii acestor industrii au devenit
brandurile bine cunoscute, precum: Hugo Boss Group, Nike
Group, Marks & Spencer, Mango Fashion. Producatorii turci au
depus eforturi mari in crearea clusterelor textile, care au
contribuit la stabilirea raporturilor orizontale eficiente intre
producatorii mici si mari din tard. Consecintele acestor factori,
precum si accesul liber la piata mondiala au conditionat crearea
industriei textile orientate spre export.

These growth indicators were influenced by urbanization
and rapidly increasing workforce skills. Since the middle of
last century, it has been proven a steady increase in the
number of people employed in a given branch of the textile
industry. According to official statistics, in early 2000, in the
textile and clothing were employed over 505.000 workers,
and according to unofficial statistics in these sectors of the
Turkish economy were involved up to 2 million people.
These indicators represent up to 10% of the total workforce of
the country. A unique combination of the free trade
conditions and skilled and cheap labor in the sector has
attracted foreign investors. In early 2000, 137 knitting and
garment companies received such funding, 1028 companies
that produce domestic textiles. Investors of these industries
have become well-known brands such as: the Hugo Boss
Group, Nike Group, Marks & Spencer, and Mango Fashion.
Turkish producers have made great efforts in creating textile
clusters, which have helped to establish effective relations
between small and large producers in the country. The
consequences of these factors, as well as free access to the
world market have resulted in the creation of a textile industry
oriented to export.
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
