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CONVERGENTA MIGRATIEI
LA EXIGENTELE UNIUNII EUROPENE

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Acest articol reflectd interdependenta dintre fenomenul
migratiei populatiei tarii noastre si fenomenele desfasurate
in procesul dezvoltarii umane generale a Republicii
Moldova, precum §i consecintele migratiei asupra
evolutiei sferei sociale si economice la macronivel, in mod
separat. Analiza calitativa efectuatd releva importanta ce
trebuie acordata migratiei din punctul de vedere
al securitdatii sociale a tarii, precum si al pozitiei
Moldovei fata de tarile recipiente in vederea protectiei
Cetdatenilor moldoveni.

Cuvinte cheie: migratie, dezvoltare umand, scolarizare,
comportament social, forta de munca, investitii in
capital uman, dezvoltare economicd, remitente, economii,
consum, PIB.

Introducere. Analizdnd fenomenul migratiei, putem
observa ca acest fenomen a existat totdeauna, dar in diverse
forme, precum: invaziile, colonizérile si cruciadele, sub
forma atractiei exercitate de regiunile mai bogate asupra
populatiilor mai sarace.

Actualmente, acest fenomen are loc, in mare parte, tot
din nevoia populatiei sdrace de imbunatatire a conditiilor de
viatd, dar trebuie avut in vedere faptul, cd migratia
reprezintd un risc in producerea unor crize la nivel local,
comunitar, statal, continental, global, care ar putea influenta,
in mod negativ, ordinea sociala.

Migratia fortei de munca are deseori efecte negative
asupra familiilor si, In special, asupra educatiei copiilor.
Astfel, scade rata casatoriilor si a natalitatii, concomitent cu
sporirea ratei divorturilor.

Migratia a favorizat ameliorarea si modernizarea
sistemelor de securitate sociald existente si crearea unui
sistem comunitar care sa asigure protectia sociald a
muncitorilor migranti. Unul dintre fenomenele asociate
globalizarii este multietnicitatea, adica convivirea in acelasi
teritoriu sau oras a mai multor persoane care provin
din toata lumea.

O caracteristicd importanta a fenomenului migratiei o
reprezintd reducerea productivitdtii muncii §i starea de
incertitudine in ceea ce priveste planul de dezvoltare a
companiilor pe termen mediu si lung.

Trasatura principald a migratiei internationale a fortei
de munca consta in faptul, ca acest proces are loc in
stransd legdturd cu fluxul international de capital.
Emigrarea 1n aceste tari a unei parti a fortei de munca din
tarile slab dezvoltate si cele in curs de dezvoltare determina
tendinta de concentrare a capitalurilor In functiune in tarile
dezvoltate.

Migratia si dezvoltarea sociali. Efectul cumulativ al
costurilor sociale ale tranzitiei de dupa independenta au
contribuit la aparitia unui sir de probleme cu care societatea
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Introduction. Analyzing migration, we notice that this
phenomenon has always existed, but in different forms,
such as: invasions, colonization and the Crusades, in the
form of attraction by the richest regions of the poorest
populations.

Currently, this phenomenon mostly takes place due to
the need of the poor population to improve living
conditions, but it should be taken into consideration that
migration is a risk in producing local, community, state,
continental and global crises that could influence
negatively the social order.

Labor migration often has negative effects on families
and particularly on children's education. Thus, the
marriage rate and birth rate decrease while the divorce rate
increases.

Migration has favored the improvement and
modernization of existing social security systems and the
development of a community system that ensures social
protection of migrant workers. One of the phenomena
associated with globalization is multi-ethnicity and
namely, the co-existence in the same territory or city of
people from around the world.

An important feature of the migration phenomenon
represents the decrease of labor productivity and the
uncertainty state regarding companies’ development plan
in the medium and long term.

The main feature of international labor migration is the
fact that this process occurs in close connection with the
international flow of capital. Emigration to these countries
of a part of the labor force from low developed countries
and the developing ones, determine the concentration trend
of operating capital in developed countries.

Migration and social development. The cumulative
effect of the social costs of transition after independence
has contributed to a number of problems that the
Moldovan society was forced to confront. Thus, the
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moldoveneasca a fost impusd de a se confrunta. Astfel,
cresterea somajului, reducerea oportunitatilor economice si
explozia saraciei, declansarea proceselor migratorii si
reducerea accesului la o serie intreaga de servicii sociale in
paralel cu degradarea calitdtii acestora au influentat asupra
evolutiei indicatorilor dezvoltarii umane a republicii.

Potrivit clasamentului ONU, 1n prezent, Republica
Moldova este caracterizatd ca o tard cu un nivel mediu de
dezvoltare umana, iar pe parcursul ultimilor 15 ani aceasta s-
a deplasat de pe locul 81, in anul 1995 (locul 102 in a.2000
si locul 115 in a.2005) [1] spre locul 99 in a.2010 1in lista
celor 166 de state incluse in clasament. Din fostele téri ale
URSS, Moldova este urmata doar de Uzbekistan (locul 102),
Kirgizstan (109) si Tadjikistan (locul 112) [2]. Insasi
valoarea cumulativa a IDU pentru Moldova, in anul 2010, a
constituit 0,644, fiind in crestere cu 0,013 unitati fatd de anul
2005 (Figura 1).

increase of unemployment, the reduced economic
opportunities and the explosion of poverty, the
development of migration processes and the decreased
access to a range of social services in parallel with the
degradation of their quality have influenced the evolution
of human development indicators of the country.

According to the UN classification, currently, the
Republic of Moldova is characterized as a country with a
medium level of human development, and over the last 15
years it has moved from number 81 in 1995 (ranked 102 in
2000 and 115 place in 2005) [1], to the 99 place in 2010 in
the list of 166 countries included in the ranking. From the
former USSR countries, Moldova is followed only by
Uzbekistan (ranked 102), Kirghizstan (109) and Tajikistan
(ranked 112) [2]. Even the cumulative amount of HDI for
Moldova, was 0.644 in 2010, increasing by 0.013 units
compared to 2005 (Figure 1).

Datele multor studii denotd, ca peste 70% din factorii care
impulsioneazd migratia sunt cei de naturd economicd, iar
sdracia, ca fenomen social, este principalul determinant in
acest context [3].

Migratia reduce sdracia, insd genereaza efectele sociale
puternice asupra copiilor si vérstnicilor. Conform datelor
BNS CBGC, in anul 2010, numarul gospodariilor cu membri
peste hotare a constituit 237.600, acestea reprezentand
18,8% in totalul gospodariilor casnice. Datele statistice
reflectd, cd procesele migratorii si-au redus din intensitate,
anual numdrul de gospodarii cu membri implicati in migratie
fiind in descrestere. incepand cu anul 2010, BNS a introdus
o noud forma de raportare, datele fiind colectate de la
Ministerul Muncii, Protectiei Sociale si Familiei, care
reprezintd autoritatea cu competente in protectia copilului
aflat in dificultate. Astfel, conform datelor prezentate, catre
finele anului 2010, peste 52 mii de copii, cu varsta de pana
la 18 ani, aveau pdarinti plecati peste hotare, acestia
reprezentand circa 12,3% din numarul total al copiilor din
tard. Astfel, circa 35,6 mii au un parinte plecat, iar circa 16,4
mii au plecati ambii/sau singurul parinte (Figura 2). In raport
cu anul precedent, numarul copiilor cu parinti plecati a
diminuat cu 4,6%, a celor cu un singur parinte plecat — cu
3,5%, iar a celor cu ambii parinti — cu 6,9%.

Data of several studies indicate that over 70%
of factors that boost migration are economic, and poverty
as a social phenomenon, is the main determinant in this
context [3].

Migration reduces poverty, but in the same time creates
strong social effects on children and the elderly. According
to NBS HBS data, in 2010, the number of households with
members abroad was 237.600, representing 18.8% of all
households. The statistics reflect that migration processes
have reduced their intensity, the annual number of
households with members involved in migration
decreasing. Since 2010, NBS introduced a new form of
reporting, the data being collected from the Ministry of
Labor, Social Protection and Family, which is the authority
responsible for the protection of children in difficulty.
Thus, as shown in the data, by the end of 2010, over
52.000 children, up to 18 years old, had parents abroad,
representing approximately 12.3% of the total number of
children in the country. Thus, about 35.600 have one
parent abroad, and about 16.400 have both/or a single
parent abroad (Figure 2). Compared to the previous year,
the number of children with parents abroad decreased by
4.6%, of those with one parent abroad by 3.5%, and those
with both parents abroad by 6.9%.

Migratia influenteazd integrarea in educatie, precum si
viziunile privind oportunitatea acesteia. Datele statistice
aratd, ca, in paralel cu reducerea numarului populatiei cu
varsta gcolara [4], sunt In diminuare, iar ratele de cuprindere
in 1Invatamantul general obligatoriu prezintd decalaje
semnificative dintre mediul urban si cel rural. in anul 2010,
rata brutd de inrolare in invatimantul primar, in medul rural,
a constituit 88%, aceasta fiind cu 16 p.p. mai joasa fatd de
mediul urban, iar, comparativ cu anul 2005, reducandu-se cu
5,7 p.p. Daca, in mediul rural, rata bruta de inrolare prezinta
tendinte descrescande, atunci, in mediul urban, aceasta este
in ascendentd, reprezentand o diferentd de 1,6 p.p. fata de
anul 2005. Rata de inrolare in invatdmantul gimnazial, in
mediul rural, in anul 2010, a reprezentat 84,3%, fiind cu
11,3 p.p. mai scazuta fatd de mediul urban, in raport cu anul
2005 aceasta s-a redus cu 6 p.p.

Totodata, cauzele nescolarizarii, in special in regiunile
rurale din Moldova, sunt caracterizate de nivelul redus al
bunastarii, lipsa veniturilor si/sau absenta (migratia) parintilor,
ultima reprezentand cca 35% din totalul cauzelor (Figura 3).

Migration influences the integration in education,
as well as the visions regarding its suitability. Statistics
show that while the decrease of the school age population
[4], is in decline, rates of enrollment in compulsory
education show large differences between urban and rural
areas. In 2010, the gross enrollment rate in primary
education, in rural areas, was 88%, being 16 p.p. lower
than in urban areas, and compared to 2005, decreasing by
5.7 p.p. If, in rural areas, the gross enrollment rate shows
decreasing trends, then in the urban area the rate is in
ascendancy, representing a difference of 1.6 p.p. compared
to 2005. The enrollment rate in secondary education
in rural areas was 84.3% in 2010, 11.3 p.p. lower than
in urban areas, compared to 2005 it fell by 6 percentage
points.

However, the causes of non-schooling, especially in
rural areas in Moldova are characterized by the low level
of welfare, lack of income and/or absence of (migration)
parents, the latter representing about 35% of all causes
(Figure 3).

Migration contributes to the decrease of school
performance. Obviously, the absence of one or both
parents is a psychological challenge for those children. In
. the absence of parents, many children of migrants have the
responsibility to maintain the household, and to these
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obligatia de a frecventa scoala si a face temele pentru acasa.
Astfel, supraincarcarea cu activitatile menajului, precum si
lipsa unei supravegheri si suport din partea parintilor
conduce la reducerea performantelor scolare, neatractivitatea
studiilor, absenteism scolar si abandon scolar [5].

Migratia determind noi modele de comportament, care
sunt urmate de copiii migrantilor. Conform datelor BNS,
rata de parasire timpurie a sistemului educational de cétre
tinerii cu varsta de 15-19 ani reprezinta circa 20%, iar cea a
tinerilor cu varsta cuprinsa intre 20-24 ani — circa 60%.
Principalii factori care contribuie la pardsirea sistemului
educational de catre tineri sunt:

i. dificultétile in finantarea studiilor — 28%;

ii. dorinta de a munci — 23,1%;

iii. plecarea la munca peste hotare — 20,4% [6].

Migratia si investitiile in capitalul uman. Conform
datelor BNS, in anul 2010, cheltuielile pentru educatie au
constituit 1,3% 1in totalul cheltuielilor gospodariilor casnice.
Cel mai mult pentru educatie cheltuiesc alte gospodarii fara
copii — 2,7 procente, fiind urmate de parintii singuri cu copii
— 2,3 procente si alte gospodarii cu copii — 1,3 procente.
Cercetarile in domeniu arata, ca unul dintre obiectivele
remiterilor i prioritatilor de economisire a migrantilor este
educatia. Migrantii trimit bani in tard pentru a finanta
studiile propriilor copii, educatia fratilor/surorilor sau
economisesc pentru propriile studii. Costul taxei de
studii universitare creste anual, ajungand la sume pe care
multe familii nu si le pot permite fdra sprijinul financiar
din afara tarii.

in perioada 2008-2012, sapte acorduri bilaterale au fost
semnate cu Bulgaria (decembrie 2008), Portugalia (februarie
2008), Romania (aprilie 2010), Luxembourg (iunie 2010),
Austria (septembrie 2011), Estonia (octombrie 2011) si
Cehia (noiembrie 2011). De asemenea, au avut loc negocieri
pe marginea proiectului de acord in domeniul securitatii
sociale intre Republica Moldova si urmatoarele state:
Polonia, Ungaria, Belgia si Lituania. Mai mult, o serie de
alte state au exprimat disponibilitatea de a reglementa
relatiile In domeniul asigurdrilor sociale: Letonia, Spania,
Israel, Franta.

Migrantii moldoveni manifesta un nivel 1nalt de coeziune
sociald. Capitalul social si ajutorul reciproc intre migranti,
precum si Intre migranti si comunitatile de bastind, joaca un
rol important la orice etapa a experientei/ciclului de migratie
moldoveneasca de planificare Inainte de plecare pana la
intoarcerea eventuala si reintegrare.

Migratia si dezvoltarea economica

Context macroeconomic. Dupa un declin semnificativ al
situatiei social-economice in perioada initialda de tranzitie,
incepdnd cu anul 2000, economia tarii a finregistrat o
ameliorare. Studiile BM au atestat un impact pozitiv
semnificativ al fenomenului migratiei asupra stabilitatii
macro-economice in Moldova.

Cresterea PIB-ului in raport cu anii precedenti, in mare
parte, se atribuie veniturilor remise de migrantii moldoveni
care lucreazd peste hotare. Conform estimdrilor BM,
remitentele au atins punctul maxim in 2007, constituind 36%
in raport cu PIB. Aceste tendinte s-au pastrat pand in anul
2008, iar cresterea anuala a PIB-ului, fatd de anii precedenti,
a variat intre 3 si 8% anual (Figura 4). In anul 2009 rata de

occupations is added the obligation to attend school and do
their homework. Thus, the overload of household
activities, and the lack of supervision and support from
parents lead to reduced school performances, the studies
start lacking attractiveness, school absenteeism and
dropout may follow [5].

Migration causes new patterns of behavior that are
followed by the children of migrants. According to NBS,
the rate of early education dropout among young people
aged 15-19 years is 20%, while that of young people aged
20-24 years - 60%. The main factors contributing to young
people leaving the education system are:

i difficulties in financing studies — 28%;

ii. willingness to work — 23.1%;

iii. leaving to work abroad — 20.4% [6].

Migration and human capital investments.
According to the NBS, in 2010, education expenditures
constituted 1.3% of the total household expenditures. Most
on education are spent by other households without
children — 2.7 percent, followed by single parents with
children — 2.3 percent and other households with children
— 1.3 percent. Field research shows that one of the
remittances’ objectives and migrants' saving priorities is
education. The migrants send money back home to finance
their children's studies, the education of brothers/sisters or
saving for their own studies. The cost of university tuition
increases annually, reaching amounts that many families
cannot afford without financial support from abroad.

In the period 2008-2012, seven bilateral agreements
were signed with Bulgaria (December 2008), Portugal
(February 2008), Romania (April 2010), Luxembourg
(June 2010), Austria (September 2011), Estonia (October
2011) and the Czech Republic (November 2011). Also,
there were held negotiations on the draft agreement project
on social security between the Republic of Moldova and
the following countries: Poland, Hungary, Belgium and
Lithuania. Moreover, a number of other countries have
expressed their willingness to regulate relations in the
social insurance field: Latvia, Spain, Israel, and France.

Moldovan migrants show a high level of social
cohesion. Social capital and mutual help among migrants
and between migrants and native communities play an
important role at any stage of the experience/cycle of
Moldovan planning migration before the departure to the
eventual return and reintegration.

Migration and economic development

Macroeconomic context. After a significant decline in
the socio-economic situation in the initial transition period,
since 2000, the country’s economy recorded an
improvement. BM studies have noted a significant positive
impact of the migration phenomenon on the macro-
economic stability in Moldova.

The GDP growth compared to previous years can be
attributed for the most part to remittances from Moldovan
migrants working abroad. According to estimates by the
World Bank, remittances peaked in 2007, representing
36% compared to the GDP. These trends were maintained
until 2008, and the annual growth of GDP, compared to
previous years ranged between 3 and 8% annually (Figure
4). In 2009, the GDP growth rate was negative, decreasing
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crestere PIB a inregistrat valori negative, fiind in descrestere
cu circa 6% fata de 2008, ca in anul urmator sa preia ritmul
de crestere de pana la criza. Astfel, cresterea cumulata a PIB
catre anul 2010 in raport cu 2005 a fost de peste 17%.
Consumul final total constituie peste 90%, cu o diminuare de
circa 4 p.p., inregistratd In anul 2009. Totodata, se observa,
ca consumul gospodariilor a crescut semnificativ in 2008
fatd de 2007 cu circa 6%, in timp ce in anul 2009 s-a
diminuat cu 8% fata de anul precedent, iar in 2010 si-a reluat
tendintele spre ascendentd, cresterea inregistratd fiind de
peste 9% in raport cu anul 2009 [8]. Aceastd fluctuatie se
datoreaza intrarilor de valuta din afara tarii.
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by about 6% compared to 2008, the following year to take
growth before the crisis. Thus, the cumulative increase of
GDP by 2010 compared to 2005 was over 17%. The total
final consumption is over 90%, with a decrease of about 4
percentage points recorded in 2009. Moreover, it is
observed that household consumption has increased
significantly in 2008 compared to 2007 by approximately
6%, while in 2009 it decreased by 8% compared to the
previous year, and in 2010 resumed ascendancy
tendencies, the registered increase was more than 9%
compared to 2009 [8]. This fluctuation is due to foreign
exchange inflows from abroad.

Cursul de schimb al monedei nationale, in 2009,
a marcat o depreciere de 18,3% fatd de dolarul SUA
in termeni nominali (de la 10,40 lei pentru 1 dolar american
la 01 ianuarie 2009 pand la 12,30 MDL la 31 decembrie
2009). Fata de Euro, Leul Moldovenesc s-a depreciat si mai
mult — cu 19,6%. Principalii factori care au determinat
modificarea cursului de schimb au fost fluctuatiile cererii de
valutd straind, ce au dus la destabilizarea temporara a
situatiei pe piata valutara internd, diminuarea intrarilor
remitentelor de peste hotarele tarii, precum si fluctuatiile
cursului dolarului SUA fata de alte valute pe pietele valutare
internationale [9].

O sursa importantd de iesire din saracie pentru populatia
Republicii Moldova o reprezinta remitentele. Pand in 2008,
datele CBGC demonstreaza tendinte ascendente privind
proportia gospodariilor care primesc remitente, in totalul
gospodariilor casnice din tara. Astfel, mai mult de 1/5 din
totalul gospodariilor beneficiaza de sursele respective, iar in
2008 cota acestora a atins cifra maxima de 26,4%. O
pondere mai mare a gospodariilor beneficiare de remitente
este Inregistratd in mediul rural fatd de cel urban, respectiv
29,5 si 22,6% inregistrate in anul 2008.

The exchange rate of the national currency in 2009,
depreciated by 18.3% against the U.S. dollar in nominal
terms (from 10.40 lei for 1 U.S. dollar on 01 January 2009
to 12.30 MDL on the 31 December 2009). Compared to
the euro, the Moldovan leu depreciated even more - by
19.6%. The main factor that determined the exchange rate
change was the fluctuant demand for foreign currency,
which led to a temporary destabilization of the situation on
the domestic and foreign exchange markets, reducing
inflows of remittances from abroad as well as fluctuations
in the U.S. dollar rate against other currencies on foreign
exchange markets [9].

An important source out of poverty for the population
of the Republic of Moldova is the remittances. By 2008,
the HBS data show the upward trend of the proportion of
households receiving remittances, in the total households
in the country. Thus, more than 1/5 of all households
benefit from these sources, and in 2008 their share reached
a maximum of 26.4%. A higher proportion of households
receiving remittances are registered in the rural areas than
in the urban areas, 29.5 and 22.6% respectively, recorded
in 2008.

Potrivit datelor din Figura 5, nivelul remitentelor a crescut
de la an la an, ajungénd la cel mai 1nalt nivel in 2008 (1,897
mil. dolari SUA), inregistrand o reducere brusca in 2009,
drept consecintd a crizei economice globale si incepand sa
creasca din nou in 2010 si 2011.

Remitentele contribuie la cresterea nivelului de bunastare
a gospodariilor. In anii 2007-2009, ponderea populatiei situate
sub pragul sariciei absolute a inregistrat tendinte stabile,
constituind circa 26% in totalul populatiei tarii.

Veniturile din remitente se regisesc pe piata imobilelor. in
perioada de pana la 2008, in conditiile mediului de afaceri
limitat, persoanele plecate la muncad peste hotarele tarii,
in majoritate, au investit 1n spatiu locativ, indeosebi in
capitala tarii.

Economisirile veniturilor din remitente, de asemenea, sunt
practicate de catre gospodarii, acestea fiind facute atat in lei,
cat si in valuta straina. Conform cercetarilor in domeniu [10],
economisirile mijloacelor financiare, facute de catre populatie,
sunt directionate Tn majoritate spre consum.

Tendintele spre economisiri sunt confirmate si prin datele
prezentate in rapoartele Béncii Nationale. Panda in 2008
depozitele persoanelor fizice au Inregistrat tendinte stabile spre
ascendentd, atat in valutd strdind, cat si in lei moldovenesti
(Figura 6). In anul 2009 depozitele persoanelor fizice in lei au
diminuat considerabil fati de anul 2008. In urmatorul an,
cresterea acestora a reluat dar cu un tempou mai redus. Astfel,
in 2010 marimea depozitelor noi atrase in lei a crescut cu
16,6%, atunci cand cele in valuta straina — doar 6,5%. Conform
expertilor BN, pe parcursul perioadei martie-decembrie 2010
s-a observat o tendintd de crestere a interesului de economisire
in moneda nationald, drept consecintd a cresterii veniturilor
curente si aprecierii monedei nationale.

According to the data in Figure 5, the level of
remittances has increased from year to year, reaching the
highest level in 2008 (1.897 million), with a sharp
reduction in 2009 as a result of the global economic crisis
and starting to grow again in 2010 and 2011.

Remittances contribute to the increased wealth of
households. In 2007-2009, the share of population below
the absolute poverty line has registered stable trends,
constituting about 26% of the total population.

Income from remittances can be seen on the realty
market. In the period up to 2008, due to limited business
conditions, people left to work abroad, and most of them
invested in housing, especially in the capital of the
country.

Savings of the income from remittances are also
practiced by households, which are made both in lei and in
foreign currency. According to research in the field [10],
savings funds made by the population are mostly directed
towards consumption.

The trends towards savings are confirmed by the
data presented in the reports of the National Bank. Until
2008, deposits have seen stable tendencies toward
ascendancy both in foreign currency and in MDL (Figure
6). In 2009, retail deposits in lei decreased considerably
compared to 2008. The following year, their growth has
resumed but with a lower tempo. In 2010 the size of new
deposits in lei increased by 16.6% and the foreign
currency ones — only by 6.5%. According to NB experts,
during the period March to December 2010, a rising trend
in interest savings was recorded in the national currency,
as a result of current income growth and national
currency appreciation.

Conclusions and proposals. Ensuring minimum
social guarantees for migrant workers and their families
is a priority in the social policy of the country. The first
bilateral agreements regarding pension insurance of
migrant workers were signed in the second half of the
90s of the last century with the five main countries of
destination for migrants from Moldova, such as: Russian
Federation, Ukraine, Belarus, Uzbekistan and
Azerbaijan. To be mentioned that these agreements apply
based on the principle of territoriality, which, due to the
economic realities of the past 15 years, lost its topicality
and imposed the review of procedures and negotiating of
new ones based on the principle of proportionality and
export of performances.

The labor migration from the country has a large and
significant role not only in demographic terms, but also
in economic ones. With the increasing number of people
going to work abroad, has also significantly increased the
amount of remittances to individuals, with a registered
influence on the main macroeconomic indicators.

The World Migration Report of 2013 highlights the
critical need to learn about how the welfare of migrants
varies by location and personal experience.

"There is a particular need for more evidence on the
welfare of migrants from the South and the factors that
shape their living conditions. Also, more data is needed
regarding the new trends, such as migration from north
to south, for a better understanding of the implications
for development in the context of the global debate on
the development agenda beyond 2015", notes Swing, the
General Director.

Currently, the labor migration has become a global
process, involving a wide range of population, the

percentage represented by Moldovan migrants being
relatively large compared to the total population of the
Republic of Moldova. Thus, migration is a permanent
problem due to the current major degree of the human
factor employed in the process.

Currently, Republic of Moldova is at a stage where in
parallel with economic restructuring and social change,
this transition has also determined a growth in migration.
In most countries in Western Europe (eg., Spain, Italy,
Greece and Ireland), that have already gone through such
a transition, the initial increase of migration flows was
followed by a longer period of decreasing trends of the
the emigration trends and changed from a purely
immigration state in a pure migration state, due to the
immigration of unskilled and semi-skilled workers from
developing countries. While such a scenario of migration
flows to and from Moldova could occur according to the
analyzed data, Moldova has not yet entered this decrease
phase of migration, and this may be just one of the many
possible scenarios.
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
